CFC Bible School

We believe in the Scriptures of the Old and New Testaments, in their original
writing, as fully inspired of God and accept them as the supreme and final
authority for faith and life.

We believe in one God, eternally existing in three Persons — Father, Son and
Holy Spirit.

We believe that Jesus Christ was begotten of the Father, conceived by the Holy
Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary and is true God and true man.

We believe that God created man in His own image and that man sinned and
thereby incurred the penalty of sin, which is death (physically and spiritually).
Also that all human beings inherit a sinful nature, which progressed (in the case
of those who reach moral responsibility) into actual transgression, involving
personal guilt.

With regard to sexual behavior, we believe in a heterosexual relationship
between a natural man and a natural woman, within the confines of lawful
matrimony. Adherence to this stated principle of sexual behavior, is an inherent
requirement of membership of CHRISTIAN FAMILY CHURCH INTERNATIONAL.

We believe that the Lord Jesus Christ died for our sins, a substitutionary sacrifice,
according to the Scriptures and that all who believe in Him are justified on the
grounds of His shed blood.

We believe in the (bodily) resurrection of the Lord Jesus, His ascension into
Heaven and His present life as our High Priest and Advocate.

We believe in the personal return of the Lord Jesus Christ.

We believe that all who repent of their sin and receive the Lord Jesus Christ by
faith are born-again of the Holy Spirit and thereby become children of God.

We believe in the baptism in the Holy Spirit, empowering and equipping believers
for service, with the accompanying supernatural gifts of the Holy Spirit and in
fellowship with the Holy Spirit. We believe in the divinely ordained ministries of
the Apostle, Prophet, Teacher, Pastor and Evangelist.

With regard to submission to authority, we believe in the principle of having
authority because you are under authority. As such, it is understood that
CHRISTIAN FAMILY CHURCH INTERNATIONAL membership shall be subject
to submission to authority in matters pertaining to church governance, doctrine
and personal behavior.

We believe in the resurrection of both the just and the unjust, the eternal
blessedness of the redeemed and the eternal banishment of those who have
rejected the offer of salvation.

We believe that the one, true Church is the whole company of those who have
been redeemed by Jesus Christ and regenerated by the Holy Spirit and that the
local church on earth should form its character from this concept of the Church
spiritually and therefore that the new birth and personal confession of Christ are
essentials of church membership.
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We believe that the Lord Jesus Christ appointed two ordinances — Baptism in
water and the Lord’'s Supper, to be observed as acts of obedience and as
perpetual witnesses to the cardinal facts of the Christian Faith, that Baptism is the
immersion of the believer in water, as a confession of identification with Christ in
burial and resurrection and that the Lord’'s Supper is the partaking of the
emblems, symbolic of the Saviour's broken body and shed blood, in
remembrance of His sacrificial death, until He comes.

We believe that divine healing was provided for in the Old and New Testament
and is an integral part of the Gospel.

We believe that the Bible teaches that without holiness no man can see the Lord.
We believe in the doctrine of sanctification as a definite, yet progressive work of
grace, commencing at the time of the new birth and continuing until the
consummation of salvation.

We believe in obeying the statement made by Jesus, found in Matthew 28 verse
19-20 which is, “Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptising
them in the Name of the Father, and of the Son and the Holy Spirit, teaching
them to observe all things that | have commanded you, and lo, | am with you
always, even to the end of the age.” Amen

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8. COURSE FORMAT

8.1 Programme structure

THE MAIN FEATURES OF THE PROGRAM

The Ministry Curriculum has been carefully balanced around sound,
educational principles and therefore has the follow ing characteristics:

120 credits per qualification level

A qualification exit point after each academic year

Subjects are classified as foundational, core curriculum and supportive

The program is divided into modules

More advanced modules are taken in a year, subsequent to more basic
modules

Modules that belong together are taken in the same year and lead to a
meaningful outcome

The following principles are built into the program

The CFCIBS courses are integrated with life skills, social skills and
leadership management as required for the church and the community
environment and will be of great advantage in all spheres of life.

CFCIBS offers a standard that gives credibility to its national and
international acceptance of the outcomes.

Easy access is provided to enter the appropriate level of education and
training to all prospective learners in such a way that they will be able to
progress.

CFCIBS courses have portable credits and students can transfer them from
one learning institution to another, within the CFCI network for eventual
further studies.

We subscribe to the principle of Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL).
Through assessment, we will give credit to learning which has been
acquired in different ways (e.g. life or on-the-job experience and previously
attended learning programs).

9. OUTCOMES BASED EDUCATION

All qualifications are now designed with suitable outcomes in mind. A student will

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10. TUITION METHOD & STEPS
SPECIFIC METHOD OF TUITION

A CFCI Bible School follows a five-phase tuition method. Following this method, we
can justify the 120 credits (each 10 notional hours) a student gets for studying the
course in an academic year.

The Student:

Listens to the lecturer and participates in group discussion

Reads the lecture again (making notes and underlining) or pre-reads
Studies from the module to internalize the material and write the test
Prepares a report(s) by reading, researching, analyzing and writing.
Does the ministry and the practical Task, group test or self-assessment.

If this method is followed, the student, during (+-) 1200 hours of activity per
academic year, will have processed the material from more than 300 lectures.

Principle of RPL
CFCIBS ADHERES TO THE PRINCIPLE OF RPL

Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL) assures that students do not lose credits
for completed courses or valuable life experience. For accreditation, one can
only count training and experience, relevant to Ministry as valid or prior courses
done. RPL will be assessed on a one-on-one basis, prior to registration.

MINISTRY AND THEOLOGY

Ministry is a much wider field than Theology. It is also more practical. A
student who has already obtained a traditional Seminary or University Diploma
in Theology, has usually missed the vital elements that make up the difference.
For the Certificate year, we have a Worker's Training Course and for the
Diploma year, we have a Leadership Training Course. This forms the core
curriculum of these two years.

Incomplete Prior Learning

This is a student who has done a course that is not recognized or is of a lower
standard than the expected or if the course was done more than 7 years ago.

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3. CODE OF DISCIPLINE
DISCIPLINE OF STUDENTS

The Dean and/or the Pastor of the local church will, in a Scriptural manner, handle
any severe disciplinary problems that may arise. Any student found to be acting in
an unworthy manner will be disciplined accordingly, even to the extent of being
expelled.

0 Academic Honesty
All students must be honest and forthright in their academic studies. To
falsify the results of one’s research, to cheat on an assignment, or to allow
or assist another to commit these acts corrupts the educational process.
Students are expected to do their own work and neither give nor receive
unauthorized assistance.

o] Plagiarism
Plagiarism is the inclusion of someone else’s words, ideas, or data as one’s
own. When a student submits academic work that includes another’s words,
ideas, or data, whether published or unpublished, the source of that
information must be acknowledged with complete and accurate references.

o] Cheating
Cheating is an act or an attempted act of deception by which a student
seeks to misrepresent that he or she has mastered information that has not
been mastered.

o] Academic Misconduct
Academic misconduct is any other act that impugns or disrupts the
educational process.

0 Student Organizations
No student organization that hosts, organizes, conducts or participates in an
on-campus function or event sponsored or sanctioned by CFCIBS shall
serve alcohol or permit the use and consumption.

o] Disruptive Conduct
A student shall not impair, interfere with, or obstruct the orderly conduct,
process, or function of CFCIBS or any of its students, faculty members,
officials or guests.

Mobile Phones

Class Attendance

Commitment to the training program is essential. Jesus Christ
commissioned the church to make disciples. Students who are part of the
training courses are certainly included in this calling.

Full attendance is expected in all classes. An overall (minimum) attendance
of 90% is expected for students to maximize the benefit of the class lectures
and therefore be able to qualify for the awards. Absenteeism, in writing, or a
doctor’s letter must be directed to the Dean.

Lectures will start at scheduled times and therefore students are promptly
required to be seated and ready for the lectures.

Assignments & Tests

All assignments are of a practical nature — including written work, practical
experience and accomplishment. Students should discipline themselves
regarding the punctuality of completing assignments (workbooks, reports
and tasks) in order to enjoy the full benefits of the course.

Practical tasks

The nature of Christian Family Church Bible School is to teach the Word and
gain practical experience of teaching it. Therefore, students must be willing
to perform various practical tasks as decided by the Dean of the Bible
School. All tasks will be in line with current courses and application will be
relevant at all times.

Dean’s hour

Roughly, one lesson per month is set aside for the Dean’s hour. These
lessons either take place in the different classes or the students will come
together in the sanctuary. This is compulsory and students are to sit in their
assigned seats.

Exitting Bible School
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If a student is contemplating leaving school before graduation, it is very
important to find someone to talk to about it. Please make an appointment
with the Dean or with a teacher! Even though the situation may seem
hopeless in your eyes, it is remarkable as to how God can enlighten things
when we seek His help.

It is important for the Dean to know if such a situation has arisen. Speak to
him! The Bible School needs to know exactly when studies have ended.
